D.C. CHAPTER BOARD MEETING

Date: Dec.15, 2010

Time: 7:00 p.m.
In attendance were members Vanessa Green, Raisa Camargo, Elvia Malagon, Suzanne Gamboa, Marisol Bello, Alex Trevino, Brandon Benavides, Clarissa Jimenez and Rosalba Ruíz.  Two guests were present: a student from Universty of Maryland and a member from Congressman Henry Cuellar’s staff.

Financial report: Chapter treasurer Marisol Bello gave the financial report. The chapter has the same amount as it had the last meeting, about $6,000. She talked about setting spending limits.

There was discussion of whether the D.C. chapter should charge a local member fee. There were suggestions that a better idea might be to ask for donations at monthly events.

ACTION ITEM: Have a discussion and vote at a later meeting about local chapter dues or donations at events.

Chapter secretary: Joanna Hernandez will start as UNTY president in January, so the NAHJ local chapter secretary spot is open. Rosalba Ruíz expressed interest in the position. Brandon nominated her. ACTION ITEM: her nomination needs to be confirmed.

National Fundraising Phone Bank: Suzanne gave an update on the efforts of some chapter members to help national with fundraising efforts. A total of 214 calls were made by volunteers. Joanna was the person who got most people to donate; she got six people to give to NAHJ.

CNN mixer: Brandon informed the chapter about a mixer that CNN organized for Nov. 29, to which only board members were invited. They learned of employment opportunities with CNN. Brandon suggested having a chapter meeting at CNN. He will keep us informed.

Membership drive: Ideas were discussed to increase number of D.C. chapter members. Brandon suggested having several events during one week in January to increase the number of likely attendees. The conversation diverted a little and ideas were offered for trainings we could have next year. A decision was made to have a casual happy hour in January with Ray Suarez as a guest to draw more people. ACTION ITEM: Find points of contact at different news organizations to send a letter to help our membership drive efforts.

Student Chapter: A student from the University of Maryland talked about the possibility of establishing an NAHJ student chapter at her school. Suzanne will work with her on that.

Spring Mixer Date/Ideas/Budget and Training opportunities were on the agenda, but were postponed because of time.

DC chapter delegation to national meetings: Brandon suggested using some of the chapter funds to pay for the registration on 4 or 5 members to attend the national convention in Orlando. After the discussion, it was decided that the chapter would pay for one registration and raffle it off as a fundraiser, offer financial assistance for Also, after checking the cost of registration when costs are announced, the chapter might also pay for the registration of a student and a working journalist in financial need.

Action Item: Motion to pay for three early-bird registration fees to be used as follows: one professional to raffle, one professional for financial assistance, and one student for financial assistance. PASSED

NAHJ Conference El Paso: Brandon brought up the possibility to also have the local chapter pay for the registration of a few people to attend a training in El Paso. The conclusion was reached that because of money constraints, the chapter couldn’t afford to pay for any registrations for this conference.
